Drawing the Human Figure 
There is no supply list, but suggestions are Charcoal (vine + Compressed), 18"X24" 
newsprint paper and a kneaded eraser. Another choice would be a 16"X20" pad of 
drawing paper, several pencils of differing hardnesses (2h, hb,2b,4b) and a kneaded 
eraser. An inexpensive Artist's Anatomy book would be helpful for the serious student. 

Painting the Human Figure Class 
Basic materials  recommended  are: 1 gummy or kneaded eraser, a Chamois cloth, a 
box of medium soft Willow charcoals, a large Strathmore charcoal drawing pad with 
the ring binder at top.
